The HLTAIDOO9 Provide cardiopulmonary resuscitation course provides training and assessment on the
skills and knowledge required to perform cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) in line with the
Australian Resuscitation Council (ARC) guidelines.

The unit applies to all persons who may be required to provide CPR, in a range of situations, including
community and workplace settings.

According to the Safe Work Australia First Aid in the Workplace (Code of Practice), itis a
requirement for individuals to participate in a CPR refresher training every 12 months.

Information for Overseas Students

Blue Dog Training can deliver the CPR course to overseas students without having CRICOS registration.

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Course Details

This course is designed to equip learners with the skills needed to perform CPR in an emergency
situation.

The combination of delivery modes for this course allows you to fit your study into your work, family and
social commitments. This course is designed to be completed sequentially and is anticipated that the
entire course is completed within a one-week period:

» Online theory training and assessment: estimated to take 2 hours to complete.
o Onceyou have completed the Online theory training and assessment, you will be given the
option to book your face-to-face practical training and assessment a time suited to you.
» Face-to-Face practical training and assessment, estimated to take 1.5 hours to complete as per
class timetabling.
o Conducted in person at a Blue Dog Training location and is dependent on timetabling.

Learners have up to three months to complete all training and assessment activities.

You have a maximum of three (3) submission attempts to successfully complete the assessment
activities for this course. If you are not deemed competent after the third attempt, you will be required
to re-enrolin the program.

This course is nationally accredited and on successful completion of the course, a Statement of
Attainment will be issued to you through Blue Dog Training. You can show your employer the Statement
of Attainment as proof of currency.
